


AMERY CITY COUNCIL PROCEEDINGS
March 3rd, 2021


The Amery City Council met on March 3rd, 2021 at City Hall.  Mayor, Paul Isakson called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.  

Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag:  Mayor, Paul Isakson led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag.

Roll Call:  City Administrator/Clerk-Treasurer, Patty Bjorklund conducted Roll Call.

Present: Mayor, Paul Isakson.  Council President, Rick Van Blaricom.  Alderpersons, Tim Strohbusch, Julie Riemenschneider (via Zoom), Sarah Flanum, Chad Leonard, and Eric Elkin.

1. Minutes:  City Council (February 3rd, 2021); Special Council Meeting (February 24th, 2021) and Finance and Personnel (February 23rd, 2021).

New Business 

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]South Industrial Park Update – Erik Henningsgard of SEH detailed Segment 2 Design – Plans and Permitting as well as the Grant Coordination and Bidding.  Segment 2 Design – Plans and Permitting will begin February 8, 2021 and conclude April 12, 2021.  The EDA Grant Award Notification will take place between April 5, 2021 and April 26, 2021.  If the City receives the grant award, the process will move forward with construction beginning September 6, 2021 or possibly before.  Segment 1 has already been approved which included HWY 46 utility extension and approximately 600’ into the Industrial Park.  This will take place this summer and will happen before DOT does their portion of HWY 46 next year.  If Amery does not receive the grant money from EDA, they will move forward with another schedule.  Erik will be holding a meeting with Mayor, Paul Isakson; Public Works Director, Jeff Mahoney and City Administrator/Clerk-Treasurer, Patty Bjorklund next Wednesday to discuss the details of the project.  
 
2. Swearing in and Oath of Office for Madeline J. Andersen as Full-Time Police Officer – Police Chief, Tom Marson detailed Madeline’s hiring with the City of Amery.  She is fresh out of the Academy and was chosen by a panel that included his officers, office staff and City Administrator/Clerk-Treasurer, Bjorklund.  City Administrator/Clerk-Treasurer read the oath to Officer, Andersen and her Father pinned on her badge.

3. Discussion/Action:  From Finance & Personnel:  City Center Update – Ayers & Associates/Market & Johnson – Braxtyn Meyer of Market & Johnson presented the preliminary budget which included $25,000 for an additional 4 feet for the Police Garage.  Figures came in at $3,510,347.00.  The cost did not include owner’s expenses such as:  Security systems, IT services, remediation, etc.  The project cannot start until the building plans are approved by the State of Wisconsin.  That probably won’t take place until the middle of May (just after Bremer vacates the building).  Any office furniture that remains in the building (which is the property of the City of Amery) will have to be removed before construction can begin.  Research into storage options will be investigated.   

Motion by Alderperson, Flanum to move forward with the project with the $25,000 inclusion of additional cost for the Police Garage and stating that there will be additional costs for the city that are not included in the $3,510,347.00 budget; seconded by Alderperson, Elkin.

4. Discussion/Action: From Finance and Personnel: Liquor/Cigarette & Tobacco License I Mart Stores – City Administrator/Clerk-Treasurer, Bjorklund presented a Liquor/Cigarette & Tobacco License for I Mart Stores commencing March 3, 2021 and expiring on June 30, 2021.

Motion by Alderperson, Strohbusch to approve Liquor/Cigarette & Tobacco License for I Mart Stores located at:  237 Keller Avenue; seconded by Alderperson, Leonard.
